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In June 2000, the East Hampton Town Board hired Long Island’s preeminent planner,
Dr. Lee Koppelman, as the principle author of an update of our Comprehensive Plan.
When completed, the update of the Comprehensive Plan will provide a basis for land 
use decisions that will follow for the next twenty years. As part of this process, the Town
Board assembled a team of technical advisors with extensive planning experience to assist
in the development of the Comprehensive Plan. Five building moratoria  were imposed 
to freeze construction of various projects during the plan development period.

The Town Board sought to maximize citizen involvement in the plan development
process. Seventeen planning subcommittees, on specific areas of local concern, were 
established to examine relevant issues. More than two hundred community volunteers
representing over one hundred local organizations devoted countless hours of their time
in this important process. Several public forums were held by these citizens committees 
to solicit public comments. This pamphlet is a summary of these subcommittee reports.

The reports may be reviewed in more detail at your local library or on the Town’s
website: www.town.east-hampton.ny.us. The Town Board may or may not adopt the 
recommendations of the various subcommittees. Ultimately, the Town Board may also
include concepts in the plan that are not part of these recommendations.

Dr. Koppelman will be assisting the Town Board in evaluating the recommendations
of these subcommittees as well as doing his own analysis. He will be submitting his
report this summer for review by the Town Board and the advisors during the summer
months. A special work session is scheduled for late in the summer with the Town Board,
Dr. Koppelman, the advisors and subcommittee chairpersons (Comprehensive Planning
Committee a/k/a CPC). At least two special Town Board work sessions devoted to discus-
sion of the Comprehensive Plan are scheduled in September. Additional meetings may 
be scheduled and a public hearing will be scheduled later in the fall.

The Town Board would like to thank all those who participated thus far in planning
for the future by participating in this process. It is our goal to have a future for all our
community members that will enable them to enjoy a high quality of life, with ample
social, economic, educational and recreational opportunities as well as ensuring our 
natural resources are pristine, our harbors are productive and our historic features are
preserved for future generations to enjoy.

• Support initiatives that eliminate or minimize occupational health and 

safety hazards.
• Increase efforts to educate the public regarding all forms of abuse and neglect.
• Support education and rehabilitation programs.

Reduce the fragmentation of services and access barriers encountered in 
the community.

• Advocate a continuum of health care to include preventive, primary and end 
of life care.

• Include transitional patient care from acute care back to the appropriate 
level of care.

• Develop consultative and specialized services to meet the unique health needs 
of diverse populations.

• Town must continue its pledge to maintain school fields.

• Partner with Housing Subcommittee to better understand how its recommen-

dations will impact population growth in individual school districts.
• Recommend that the Transportation Subcommittee address needs of students in

school districts who often rely solely on school transportation and therefore are
often excluded from town sponsored programs. Consider a rotating representa-
tive for SEEDS initiative (Regional Transportation).

• Integrate other subcommittee studies into the education plan as they address such
specific issues e.g. adult education, pre-school, after school and ESL Programs.

• Pursue any and all viable actual physical facilities/locations within the hamlets
area since community groups and town sponsored programs that currently rely
on school district facilities (e.g. support the Montauk Playhouse) do not have
enough space. 

FAMILIES & YOUTH
• Develop a welcome packet

for new members of the
Town of East Hampton

• Work with various 
subcommittees to have
them understand that
Families/Youth Committee
interests and identified
issues are applicable 
to every subcommittee
(This will be done via 
CPC meetings).

• Develop Youth volunteer programs and mentoring programs linking youth 
with seniors. Encourage schools and PTA’s to begin working with and supporting
family and youth programs. 

• Expand existing East Hampton Day Care (space is available) and develop site in
Montauk for family and day care.
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• Housing
- Land Banking, with priority given to senior housing, is essential.
- Zoning modifications must be made to allow for different types of housing

for seniors.
- Subsidized housing for seniors must be pursued.
- Small assisted living complexes, suitable for East Hampton, should be 

developed for seniors who can no longer care for themselves.
- The private sector should be encouraged to build apartments and clustered

housing for seniors at market rates, and perhaps receive incentives.
- Senior housing must be developed as close as possible to bus routes and

shopping areas.
- Noise from nearby apartments is a major complaint at Windmill Village. 

We recommend that all senior developments use sound absorption material
between units, and that this be included in the code.

• Social Needs & Access
- The Town’s senior transportation system should be expanded to meet grow-

ing needs and mandated to include recreational and cultural destinations. 
- The County bus system needs much improvement – better hours, more 

frequent runs, weekend service. Buses should be built to accommodate those
seniors who find it difficult to board current buses. 

- LTV should be encouraged to produce and publicize more senior programs
and activities.

- Early afternoon movies at the local cinema would attract those seniors who
no longer drive at night.

- Small neighborhood parks and playgrounds with gaming tables 
(for chess, checkers and cards) and physical recreation (such as Bocci, lawn
bowling and horseshoes) should be promoted as meeting places for seniors.

- The long-awaited bicycle path system should have provision for adult 
tricycles and four-wheeled pedaled vehicles

- Seniors should be encouraged to act as mentors and play active roles in 
the community.
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• Increase the commitment of health care professionals to provide services to the 

uninsured and the underinsured.
• Develop integrated community collaboration to increase appropriate and

dependable referral opportunities.
Increase the number of licensed health professionals working in the community
and support their leadership and advocacy skills.

• Promote incentives to improve professional practice.
• Promote complementary health care services and support full services of 

community health.
Empower health care consumers to be decision makers through health education
and training.

• Educate individuals to make informed choices about their health care, including
their choice of providers and kind of health insurance.

• Educate consumers on preventative health care and available resources.
Increase the health knowledge base of providers using community based research
to identify health needs and to respond to issues of concern.

• Advocate for research to meet the health needs of the Town.
• Support funding for research to promote quality outcomes.
• Advocate for continuing education to increase the knowledge of health 

care providers.
• Educate health care providers to obtain and increase knowledge to improve 

rural health problems.
• Expand health services as needed.
• Support appropriate utilization of all licensees in the health care system.
• Facilitate the partnership of private and public organizations
• Seek to create an innovative community model programs/systems seeking to

improve access to health services as well as the health status of the community.
• Access all healthcare systems, i.e. of technology and resources.

SENIORS
Primary Needs:
Health care, housing and social access have been identified as the primary needs of 
the elderly in the Town of East Hampton. The Senior Subcommittee urges the Town 
to address the recommendations listed below immediately.

• Health Care
- Reinforce and expand present services, especially for the most vulnerable,

frail and sick.
- Hire additional home care workers and encourage the hiring of home 

health aides by our health institutions.
- East Hampton’s developing health care structure should include geron-

tologists, nutritionists or mental health professions for the elderly.
- The Town of East Hampton must develop a healthcare structure/system 

that is not Southampton dependent.
- The Department of Human Services has developed a good transportation

program. Serious thought should be given to expanding present services 
to include recreation, socializing and intellectual stimulation.

- Health planning should include a small, assisted living center where 
the elderly who lack caregivers can recuperate from hospital stays before
returning home.

- Explore expansion of the present intergenerational day care centers in 
East Hampton Village and Montauk.

- Support and encourage East End Hospice to develop a center in 
East Hampton.

- Develop a database for prioritizing human needs.



• Encourage non-polluting business growth by allowing office space in homes and
within all commercial zoning categories.

• Encourage better code enforcement by establishing a Code Advisory Committee.
• Simplify and update the town code to make it:

- easier for businesses to do business where they should
- more difficult to do business where they should not (i.e. residential 

neighborhoods)
- less discretionary so it is fair to all and enforceable

• Reintroduce a positive symbiotic relationship between second homeowners 
and the working residential community. Initiate a public relations campaign 
that highlights the importance of our local service providers and encourages
acceptance of the amenities needed by the local community to survive in 
East Hampton.

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT
• The economic development of our existing communities should be driven by 

the goal to offer more services in each localized hamlet.
• The Economic Development Committee calls for a restructuring of the Town

Zoning Code and map for the intended use.
• Addressing our transportation problems will provide economic development

opportunities.
• It should be acknowledged that some errors have been made in the planning of

East Hampton’s Industrial Road area, including the East Hampton Airport which
need to be corrected in the future. Every method to evaluate potential financial
viability should be considered.

• The Arts & Culture Subcommittee has recommended that a cultural commission
be launched as a means to network, strengthen communications, and improve 
cultural development for the Town.

• The viability of our agriculture industry has lessened year after year. The
Agriculture Subcommittee looks to new means to rescue its industry through 
the exploration of wineries, horse farms, organic farming and environmentally
friendly horticulture. The Economic Development Subcommittee should endorse
these concepts as long as they meet the environment criteria of our mission 
stated above.

• The development of the film/media/entertainment industry is one that must 
be explored. East Hampton has some facilities (Pinewood West; LTV) and talent
living in our Town.

• The exploration and development of information technology services should be
continued to be explored.

• As healthcare is driven by the need for state-of-the art technologies, it would be
prudent for the Town to look to create and nurture this economic resource.

• The extended fishing industry is one of the major financial contributors to the
Town (i.e., water enhanced and water dependent businesses:-marinas; 
restaurants, tackle/bait shops; welders; lodging; etc.) The fishing trade must 
have the full support of the Town to meet the needs of the commercial and 
recreational fisherman.

• The Housing Subcommittee puts forward interesting concepts on solutions to 
our growing housing crisis. The Seniors Subcommittee does the same as it relates
to the aging population and their unmet needs. The Economic Development
Subcommittee endorses the ideas put forward by these and other subcommittees
as they relate to housing.

• The tourism industry is recognized as a major part of our economy and must
maintain, improve and support: marinas; beach access; docks; launching ramps;
seasonal housing; promenades; etc. 
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AGRICULTURE
The Agriculture Planning
Committee has recommended
the need to pursue the issues
below and modify Town Code
when necessary.

• Housing – Allow agricul-
ture enterprises to house
agriculture workers in 
agriculture buildings.

• Groundwater – Minimize
the use of pesticides and synthetic fertilizer.

• Greenhouses – These to be permitted in the Town’s Commercial Industrial
Zoning Districts.

• Horses & Horse Related Facilities – Residential quarters should be permitted in 
commercial horse facilities.

• Vineyards & Wineries – The establishment of vineyards and a winery in 
East Hampton should be encouraged.

• Grown in East Hampton – Buy locally grown products.
• Farmland Preservation – Meet the goal of agriculture land preservation of 1,200

acres for permanent protection.
• Property Tax Abatement – Continue and expand State authorized property sales

and income tax abatement for qualifying farmland and agriculture buildings.
• Soil Conservation – All land owners and businesses should utilize “Best

Management Practices” published by Cornell Cooperative Extension Service.
• Scenic Vistas and Private Use of Protected Lands – Town should consider

acquiring scenic vista easements on some scenic properties.
• EECO Farm – This Long Lane farm facility should be encouraged as an 

educational facility and working model for organic gardening, yard care and 
crop production.

• PURE (Pesticide Use Reduction Education) Campaign – This Town education
program should be expanded to include signage to advance residential transition
to organic practices.

• Town Agricultural Advisory Committee – A committee should be appointed 
to periodically discuss agricultural issues.

• Composting – State regulations limiting composting businesses in East Hampton
should be evaluated.

• Youth Programs – Programs which expose young people to agriculture in the
Town should be supported.

• Deer Management – Town should develop a Comprehensive Deer 
Management Plan.

• Town Code Revisions – Town Code should be revised to incorporate the above
recommendations.

BUSINESS
• Correct the assumption that there is enough property zoned for commercial use

by updating the zoning map to eliminate commercial designations on parcels
that are not available for private commercial development or use (i.e. the dump,
the trailer park and all land preserved as open space).

• Allow businesses to maintain and upgrade their existing facilities by eliminating
the “pre-existing/non conforming” concept with regard to commercial properties.

• Reduce overall future residential density by selectively rezoning several hundred
parcels to low-intensity commercial zoning classifications. 

• Reduce “funnel down” traffic congestion and parking shortages in East Hampton
Village by creating vibrant hamlets centers with mixed use zoning districts.



• Storage
– As waterfront density has increased, encroachment into traditional gear stor-

age areas has occurred. Particularly affected are the Lobster and Net Fisheries.
– Recommend that additional storage sites be identified and acquired in

water-dependent areas. Reviewing and amending existing regulations and
zoning boundaries could also be beneficial.

• Access
– Both recreational and commercial fishing require beach access. Therefore,

the Town must maintain beach access for vehicles and pedestrians.
– When beach access is closed, it should be for as short a duration as possible

and limited to specific circumstances.
– As waterfront density increases, historic pedestrian access to traditional 

shellfish beds has been hindered. Recommend that additional easements
and right-of-ways be acquired to guarantee future shellfishery access. This
same policy should apply to recreational surfcasting.

• Harbor Management
– The Town should establish Harbor Management committees in both

Montauk and East Hampton.
– Committees to be comprised of all user groups, plus Town Officials, 

Harbor Patrol and Coast Guard.
– Any Harbor Management committee in East Hampton would of course 

recognize the rights of the Town Trustees.
– Recommend a mooring grid be developed for Lake Montauk.

• Stormwater Abatement and Road Runoff
– Non-point sources of pollution are the largest contributor to surface and

marine water contamination in East Hampton.
– Contaminant-laden runoff should be filtered, recharged or on-site detained

prior to reaching any of our surface waters.
– The Town should inventory, analyze and propose remedial action for all

drains, pipes, ditches, roads and any other points of runoff entry into surface
and marine waters.

– Funding for these projects and maintenance, should be specific budgetary
items, should succeed administrations and should continue until completion

– Mosquito spraying should only be used when there is evidence of a health
risk to the public.

– Vector control should be maintained by natural and non-chemical means
such as open marsh water management (OMWM) where possible.

• Regulations/Advocate
– Committee surveyed over 100 fisherman, #1 issue affecting fisheries is 

regulations.
– Unfortunately, fisheries regulations are state and federal, severely limiting

fishermen’s influence and input into policy.
– Recommend that an advocates position be created within the Town possibly

a Department of Fisheries within Natural Resources. 
– The advocate position would be for technical, legal and other support 

functions to assist all fisheries user groups. With the anticipated cutbacks 
at Cornell Cooperative Extension, this position could offset the proposed
technical shortfall.

– The fisheries advocate position would not become involved with quota
allotments or other contentious issues among the various user groups 
within the Town.

– Recommend also that the Town provide assistance in nominating and
appointing local fisherman to various regional and federal fisheries councils.
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• Public and private schools offer opportunities for many well-paying jobs by 
educating our youth and exposing them to new trades.

• The permit process should be tracked and simplified.
• Economic Development encourages light, clean industry. Current zoning 

laws encourage industrial uses; this is another reason to follow through on 
zoning modifications.

FISHING
• Local Waterfront Revitalization Plan 

– Recommend the Town implement LWRP. In the event the Town cannot
reach agreement on the Coastal Erosion Hazard Act with the Trustees, 
the Town should adopt the LWRP policies relating to fisheries, specifically,
Policies #’s 9-Recreational Fishing, 10-Commercial Fisheries, and 10a-
Aquaculture.

• Fisheries Shoreside Support Infrastructure
– Preserve and maintain water-dependent uses essential to the fishing industry

and maritime character. Prevent displacement of fishing support facilities by
non-water-dependent uses.

– Create “Commercial” marine districts that address the requirements of
water-dependent and water-enhanced businesses.

– Maintenance permitting of hardened shoreside structures at marinas should
be made easier and quickly processed. 

– Support the construction of necessary shoreside infrastructure, such as 
freezing and processing equipment, to add value to market prices for
seafood, thereby maximizing local revenue.

– Support the continuation of the Town Aquaculture Program and small 
projects such as the Oyster Grow-Out permitted by the Town Trustees.

• Waterways Infrastructure Management
– Maintenance dredging is as important as road maintenance and should be

given the same funding priority.
– Dredging of the Town’s designated navigation channels is the responsibility

of Suffolk County in Three Mile Harbor, Accabonac Harbor, Napeague
Harbor and Northwest Harbor. There are other areas in the Town outside 
the designated channels that are used by hundreds of vessels (i.e. Coonsfoot
Cove); these waterways should be identified, dredged and maintained at their
historic depths as a matter of public safety and for environmental reasons.

– Marinas and water-dependent businesses should also be allowed to 
maintain their properties at historic depths.

– Consideration should be given to restoring harbors to their natural 
configuration, if possible.

• Montauk Inlet – Federal Channel
– Recommend changing the control depth from 12 feet to 15 feet minimum.

Maintenance dredging should occur at such intervals to maintain the 
minimum 15 foot control depth. Also, the channel should be maintained
free from shoals, obstructions and other hazards to navigation.

– Placement of dredge spoil should be to the west side of the jetty.
• Town Owned Waterfront Assets

– The Town must rebuild and maintain all owned waterfront infrastructure,
inclusive of docks, bulkheads, launching ramps and points of access.

– It’s recommended the Town conduct a needs assessment and planning study
to determine the necessity of additional public owned waterfront assets.

– Town commercial slips are currently full with a waiting list. Recommend the
Town implement a policy of only providing dockage for those actively
engaged in commercial fisheries.



to accommodate cell whip antennas. To prevent further unregulated cell tower
installation, the Town should enact a moratorium until a local law is adopted.

• Renewable Energy – East Hampton should adopt a plan to encourage develop-
ment of renewable energy generation sources for municipal, commercial, and 
private use.

• Implications of Housing Initiatives – Any plan to provide housing – 
affordable, seasonal work force, or for seniors – must be consistent with the 
overall goal of lowering the potential build-out population of East Hampton
under current zoning.

• Habitat Protection and Biodiversity – Revise the Town Code to maintain indige-
nous species while keeping out invasive non-native flora and fauna, and better
protect threatened and endangered species that exist on public or private lands.

• Radiation – In view of the hazards posed by the Millstone Plant and other 
sources of ionizing radiation, the Town should set up a radiation warning and
detection system.

• Wetland Protection – Increase wetland setbacks to a minimum of 100 ft., with
greater setbacks for larger lots. Establish vegetated natural buffers around salt
marshes to allow for inland migration as sea level rise accelerates, for flooding
and erosion control, to improve species diversity and habitat, and water quality.
Establish setbacks for clearing from bluff or dune crests.

Public Education and Incentive Programs
• Citizen education programs and residential incentive initiatives should be

employed to address environmental issues directly related to home ownership.
Implementing the Comprehensive Plan

• There are lessons to be learned from the lack of follow-through on parts of the
1984 Comprehensive Plan. It is of utmost importance to establish an organized
process of implementation for the recommendations of the Comprehensive Plan.
Otherwise it runs a risk of becoming an intellectual exercise.

Monitoring the Environment
• Change is perhaps the only certainty in nature. Ongoing scientific monitoring of

the environment and maintenance of resulting databases is essential for the Town
to act knowledgeably.

HISTORIC PRESERVATION
• Continue to develop and update the survey and inventory of historic properties

following survey methods, standards and format established by the State Historic
Preservation Officer.

• Review and update the inventory of historic resources at least every five years.
• Take advantage of funding opportunities for survey and inventory work by state

and federal agencies, especially the Certified Local Government program.
• Coordinate National Register nominations with local historical societies and

community groups.
• Prioritize the nomination

of properties that may 
be affected by actions 
of the State Department 
of Transportation, the
Metropolitan
Transportation Authority
or by other County, State
or Federal agencies.

• Maintain bound copies 
of all survey, inventory
and National Register
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ENVIRONMENT
Review and Incorporate Previous Planning Initiatives:

• 1984 Comprehensive Plan – It is vital that the new Comprehensive Plan 
incorporate the recommendations and actions from the 1984 Comprehensive
Plan and its subsequent amendments.

• Legislative initiatives – Legislative changes enacted since the 1984
Comprehensive Plan, such as the Harbor Protection Overlay District, should 
be analyzed as to their effectiveness, with recommendations for their expansion,
improvement or recision.

• Local Waterfront Revitalization Program (LWRP), other studies – The
Committee recommends enacting the local implementing legislation for 
the LWRP and gaining State approval at the earliest possible date.

Infrastructure Needs
• Build-out Analysis – As a part of the Comprehensive Plan the Town should 

analyze the infrastructure necessary to expand to projected build-out.
• Enforcement – Public willingness to support the new Comprehensive Plan

depends to a large degree on a perception of justice and fairness in sharing its
burdens. To that end the Town’s capacity to enforce its own laws needs to be
restructured and strengthened.

Environmental Actions
• Open Space Acquisition – Acquisition of both large and small open space

parcels should continue to be a high priority.
• Groundwater Protection – Protection of East Hampton’s water supply is critical.

The Town should elevate it to the highest priority by acquiring better data, 
mandating management practices, making zoning changes, and prioritizing 
land acquisitions.

• Proposed Clearing Limitations – Limit clearing on all parcels, whether for new
construction, or reconstruction of existing residential or commercial structures.

• Environment and Quality of Life – We must act to regain control of those
aspects of development that threaten the quality of life, in particular the 
destruction of scenic vistas, noise and light pollution.

• Rural Character – Restoring and maintaining East Hampton’s rural character
should remain a fundamental goal of the Comprehensive Plan.

• Surface Waters – To save its harbors and bays the Town should institute
Watershed Management Plans and Harbor Management Plans for its principle
water bodies.

• Coastal Resource Protection – The Town urgently needs to put in place rational
policies to deal with access to beaches, inevitable erosion and catastrophic storm
damage, beach vehicle use and foot traffic through dunes, as well as better man-
agement of coastal habitats and recreation needs. Much of this policy guidance 
is already contained in the completed LWRP. The Environmental Committee
strongly recommends that the LWRP be implemented immediately. 

• Park Preserve Designation – East Hampton should move aggressively to have its
State and County Parks designated as Park Preserves.

• Cell Towers – Cellular telephone installations are currently unregulated, 
dangerous and visually intrusive. East Hampton should expeditiously enact 
an ordinance consistent with the recent Cell Tower Report, with the following
additions: Towers should not be allowed to masquerade as flag poles, sports
lighting, or any other tall structure that would not otherwise be constructed on 
its own merits. Cell towers should be limited to the “monopole” design, which
is safer for birds. Wherever feasible tall lattice towers, and those requiring guy

wires should be taken down, and not justified solely as cell installations. Instead,
the Town might consider the feasibility of licensing cellular companies to convert
our present sag lens streetlights to the flat lens full cut off design with the capacity



• Review and define the position of Town Historian, looking to the Office of 
the State Historian for guidance. Provide an annual budget to run the Town
Historian’s office. Establish a relationship between the Town Historian and the
Division of Land & Water Management. Provide an office space and secretarial
service within the Division of Land & Water Management

• Responsibilities of the Town Historian would include sitting on the Historic
Preservation Council and being involved in historic preservation advocacy, 
education programs, records preservation, and heritage tourism advocacy.

• Create a separate line-item in the budget for maintenance costs of each historic
property owned by the Town.

• Consider incentives for property owners who preserve historic resources. 
Research any tax incentives.

• SEQRA: Take into account any impact on a property listed on the State and
National Registers of Historic Places in all Town actions under the provisions 
of the State Environmental Quality Review Act.

• ZONING: Protect the character of locally-designated historic districts by limiting
the ultimate size of buildings so that the scale of new or enlarged buildings is
compatible with the scale of the historic buildings.

• HISTORIC LANDSCAPES: Create a new zoning category to protect landscapes
significant for their historic, cultural or scenic value. The Benson Reservation,
among other properties, should be protected by such a zoning designation.

• GARDINER’S ISLAND: It is recognized that the buildings and landscape of
Gardiner’s Island possess the highest level of historic significance. It is recognized
that ownership by the Gardiner family is part of the Island’s history and that 
their private stewardship, that preserves the historic buildings, structures and
landscapes, is the best avenue of preservation.

• Actively pursue any cooperative efforts, such as a National Register nomination,
that will help ensure the long-term preservation of Gardiner’s Island.

• TOWN RECORDS: Inventory and management of Town records of historic 
significance. Among the important records are Town Board records, Town Trustee
records and building plans in the Building Inspector’s office.

• East Hampton is fortunate in having a state-of-the-art facility for the care of 
historic documents in the Long Island Collection of the East Hampton Library.
It is recommended that the most important records be transferred to the Long

Island Collection with facsimiles maintained by the Town.

RECREATION
• A community like East Hampton with such an extraordinary setting should strive

for more than ordinary parks and community services. To provide a variety of
opportunities that capitalize on its remarkable resources and unique characteris-
tics, East Hampton must create a vision for the future of parks and recreation
services. The goal of this document is to provide for a logical, consistent, and 
purposeful approach to creating and managing parks and recreation services. 
The Plan offers an inventory of existing facilities and programs, discussion of key
issues, and recommendations involving all facets of park and recreation. This
Plan recommends the establishment of an “East Hampton Park System” and
management categorization system to clarify the current status of parklands. 
This Plan provides the context and rationale for these definitions.

• To maintain East Hampton’s unique outdoor recreation opportunities, there is a
need to preserve wildlife habitat, natural park areas as well as to acquire adequate
lands for active recreation opportunities. Accurate mapping of these proposed
areas and designation on land use maps would help to alleviate confusion that
may surround what are considered “park lands”. Once a park system has been
delineated, a system of categorizing the areas according to the types of services
and experiences that will be provided there is necessary. For future planning,  
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records in the Town Clerk’s office, the Planning Board office, the Long Island
Collection, East Hampton Library, the Montauk Library, the Amagansett Library
and the Springs Library.

• Develop a computer-based data system linked to the tax map to make informa-
tion readily available to all involved in the Town planning process.

• Continue to identify properties and areas where designation as a landmark or
historic district would protect the historic character of the Town. Exploring the
possibility of designation of the following areas is especially recommended:

- Bluff Road Historic District
- Springs Historic District
- Montauk Association Historic District

• Continue the process initiated with the Amagansett Historic District in exploring
the potential for a historic district by involving a committee of local residents and
maximizing communication with effected property owners. Based on this model,
a committee to steer the development of each potential historic district would
include a property owner in the historic district, the Town Board liaison with the
ARB, a member of the Architectural Review Board, a representative from the local
historical association, a Division of Land & Water Management representative
and the Town’s Historic Preservation Consultant.

• Prepare a list of historically-significant buildings, sites, objects and landscapes
owned by the Town of East Hampton.

• Develop policies that will ensure the maintenance and protection of these 
historic resources.

• Develop a list of historically-significant properties, especially landscapes and
open space that has historic or cultural significance, to be eligible for protection
by the Community Preservation Fund.

• Create an East Hampton Historic Preservation Council whose members would
include the Town Historian, the Town Board liaison with the ARB, one member
of the Architectural Review Board, a Division of Land & Water Management 
representative and a representative from each of the five hamlets. Members of 
the Council should have a demonstrated interest in historic preservation. The
Council would establish a regular schedule for meetings and choose a chairper-
son from among its members at its first meeting. The Chairperson would serve 
as the Town Board liaison for the Council.

• Establish coordination between the ARB and the Council for carrying out some
of the responsibilities outlined in § 255-7-20 (E) which are not directly related 
to the administration of designated historic districts and historic landmarks, such
as conducting surveys and developing public education programs.

• Responsibilities of the Historic Preservation Council would include seeing that
many of the objectives and recommendations listed in this report are implement-
ed including: proposing survey and inventory work to document the Town’s 
historic resources; proposing nominations to the State and National Registers 
of Historic Places; organizing and maintaining survey, inventory and National
Register documentation; proposing and assisting in the creation of local historic
districts and landmarks; working with the Town Board to develop policies for 
historic preservation and for maintaining and protecting historic public proper-
ties and landscapes; and working with the Town Historian to promote an under-
standing and appreciation of the history of East Hampton.

• Provide an annual budget for the East Hampton Historic Preservation Council.
This Council would determine what projects to undertake each year and recom-
mend them to the Town Board. Among other projects, funds could be applied 
to survey and inventory work, nominations to the State and National Registers 
of Historic Places, support in establishing new historic districts and landmarks,
and organizing and maintaining records including the necessary equipment 
and systems for doing so.



EMERGENCY SERVICES
Infrastructure

• WATER: Of all the subjects discussed by this Subcommittee, the need for public
water (water mains supplying hydrants) for use by the fire service was the single
most important issue identified as a present and future need.

• ROADS & DRIVEWAYS: Emergency service personnel cannot do their jobs unless
they are able to freely get to and from areas of need. The following existing 
conditions need to be addressed so as to alleviate this problem:

- Road Conditions – narrow, twisting and bumpy dirt roads
- Road Names – duplications
- Driveways – narrow, long and twisting
- House Numbering – inadequate
- Waterways – lack of access and poor maneuverability 

Land
• Emergency service agencies need land for their headquarters and training sites,

and the nature of their services are affected by the land uses allowed in the town.
The following issues have been raised:

- Expansion of Existing Headquarters
- Training Facilities
- Emergency Shelters
- Land Use and Code Enforcement
- Affordable Housing

Technology
• While the subcommittee identified several present needs by way of technology,

the discussion of this topic once again highlighted the need for the Town to 
be flexible and ready to provide emergency service providers with the latest
advancements in technology and communication equipment.

Capital and Funding
• We recommend that the Town obtain the services of a grant writer, to explore 

and apply for available grant money at both state and federal levels.
Linkages

• One area of immediate and anticipated future concern is the relationship
between services provided to the Town by Suffolk County.

Public Education
• The emergency services provided to the Town of East Hampton are second to

none, and represent a tremendous value to the community. Educating the public
in this regard not only helps the emergency service providers do their jobs, but
benefits the Town by pointing out the services that are provided at a much lower
tax rate than if those services were provided by all paid departments.

TRANSPORTATION
Local User Recommendations

• To implement the recommendations of the 1997 Town of East Hampton
Comprehensive Plan Transportation Element (the McLean Study).

• To Commit to the development of existing forms of public transportation
(Railroad, Suffolk County Transit) to develop a coordinated, user friendly, intra-
and inter- Town system with additional routing and re-routing and more frequent,
coordinated scheduling with evening (until at least 10 PM) and weekend service.

• To lobby the SCTA for more service and interconnectivity with other modes of
transportation.

• To rezone and make other necessary modifications to the Town Code in order 
to promote self-sustaining hamlet centers and create smaller commercial and
local serving businesses in closer proximity to the various hamlets to relieve 
congestion.
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it will be important to provide for the
different types of uses. In order to pro-
vide a variety of park types, and meet the
various needs of East Hampton residents
and visitors, it will be important to have
a management plan to balance the dif-
ferent types of uses.

• Recreation has important connections 
to other subcommittees: Land for
Recreation is a preservation and density
control tool that protects our environ-
ment while adding open space.
Additionally, organically maintained
recreation venues protect our critically
important aquifer. Connecting parks
with trails and bike paths will help
reduce traffic. Exercise is an integral
health prevention tool. The Recreation
Subcommittee recognizes that recreation
opportunities in East Hampton will play
an important role in maintaining and
increasing property values, and will
strengthen family values.

• The Recreation Subcommittee of the Comprehensive Plan Committee, in 
conjunction with the Town’s Recreation Advisory Committee, has reviewed 
the Town’s recreation study prepared by Land Ethics, (yet to be adopted) and
conducted our own empirical analysis of the Town’s need for a recreation sites. 
We undertook this planning effort largely because we felt the expertise was here
among members of the community. In particular, the committees analyzed what
types of sites are needed and where the sites should be located. We have reviewed
numerous available sites, whether Town owned, or privately owned, that could
accommodate recreational uses. The findings of the committee are set forth in 
the RECREATIONAL SUBCOMMITTEE REPORT of April 19, 2002, which can be
obtained at the Town of East Hampton, Division of Land & Water Management
Office, 300 Pantigo Place, Suite 105, East Hampton.

• The Recreation Subcommittee has also reviewed the recreational segment of 
the Town of East Hampton, Local Waterfront Revitalization Plan of February
1999 and finds the recreation section of this document relevant to our study 
of town-wide recreation. Their comprehensive study of coastal recreation made 
it unnecessary for our committee to duplicate the study. 



Emergency Service Recommendations:
• To explore the feasibility of making available to drivers of emergency service 

vehicles remote control devices to allow them to remotely synchronize the traffic
lights en route to the west.

• To create a police escort for emergency service vehicles en route to and from calls
in an effort to insure public observation of the emergency vehicle right of way.

• To sponsor education programs to raise awareness of the need to yield the right
of way to emergency service vehicles.

• To eliminate the duplication of road names in Montauk and East Hampton
which currently impede rescue efforts.

• To enforce the code which requires house numbering.
• To improve access for emergency vehicles to private driveways by keeping 

driveways free of obstructions.
• To educate the public about the 1995 Evacuation Plan developed by the

Emergency Service professionals and how citizens can cooperate with EMS 
personnel in the event this plan needs implementation

Movement of Goods Recommendations:
• To explore utilization of the railroad lines for delivering freight to area businesses

as a partial solution for reducing truck traffic.
• To join with the Town of Southampton in exploring greater utilization of 

rail freight.
• To encourage local businesses to be good neighbors by utilizing rail freight as 

a means of achieving a more sustainable environment and reducing truck traffic
on our local roads.

• To explore the Airport as a transportation hub with freight depots, transfer stations
and related infrastructure to facilitate rail freight delivery at that location. 

ENERGY, UTILITIES, COMMUNICATIONS
Infrastructure: 

• Consider selective burying of power lines (under grounding when new or 
replacement installation occurs); utility pole locations which pose a danger to
traffic should be considered for power line burial on an expedited basis.

• Encourage expansion of natural gas service (gas mains).
• Water (resource preservation, management, and delivery; consider alternatives to

water main extensions (for fire hydrants).
• The Town should give priority in its municipal facilities to energy efficiency and

renewable energy technologies such as solar electric panels.
• Adopt Town of East Hampton Wireless Master Plan.
• Emergency Services communications systems must be maintained and upgraded.
• Prohibit utility companies from using toxic chemicals within the Town.
• Utility companies should notify the Town Board of planned tree-trimming within

the Town, and any other applications by the utilities (for example, yellow guy
wire covers). 

• Consider fishery and marine impacts resulting from underwater cables and 
off-shore wind generator structures.

• Provide adequate sidewalks, walkways, trails, and bicycle lanes to encourage
pedestrian and bicycle travel, discourage automobile travel where appropriate.
Design bike trails to link with hamlet centers and recreational sites.

• Street lighting should be reevaluated as to need, placement, light levels, energy
efficiency, and design to avoid glare and light pollution. Consider installing walk-
way lighting as an alternative to street lighting.

• In siting of new recreational playing fields, reclaimed land should be given 
primary consideration (over vegetated land).
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• To promote zoning (such as incentive zoning) and housing to accommodate
local service providers and diminish the inter-regional commute.

• To support protection of historic properties that may be affected by the actions 
of the DOT, MTA, and other county, state or federal agencies by maintaining 
local control.

• To support implementation of the Scenic Resources Study of 2001 to control 
the actions of DOT, MTA, and other county, state and federal agencies.

• To encourage a study of the Stephen Hands Path Railway trestle and other 
railway underpasses to accommodate large vehicular traffic.

• To create a permanent Town/Village Transportation Task Force in order to moni-
tor and periodically review transportation systems and improvements, as needed,
compatible with the rural character and clean energy policies of our community
and to maintain liaison with EETC, SEEDS and the Southampton Transportation
Task Force.

• To encourage the use of alternative fuels for public and private transportation
with incentives for using electric, propane powered vehicles of all types (rail, 
bus, and car).

• To encourage the use of bicycles as an alternative means of transportation, 
thereby reducing vehicular traffic and the demand for parking.

• To commission a comprehensive bicycle needs assessment study to examine
issues, including shoulder conditions, sight distance, intersection crossings.

• To examine supporting facilities such as bicycle racks and lockers, that will help
promote bicycling as an alternative form of transportation.

• To support the completion of “The Bikeway” plan presently being developed.
• To study the feasibility of establishing a local transportation service to connect

with the SCTA bus routes and other inter modal transportation to serve local 
residents and the handicapped.

• To complete the construction of the bus shelters needed in the 10 locations 
identified by the Town’s Disabilities Advisory Board within the next two years.

• To expand the Town’s existing Transportation Program to include evening and
weekend service for those who cannot use other forms of transportation and
expand its scope to include recreation and socialization needs.

• To consider the weight of trucks allowed on Town roads with respect to safety
and pavement life.

• To encourage more stringent enforcement of maximum and minimum 
speed limits.

• To encourage any method that would decrease congestion at peak travel times,
such as carpooling and staggered start times of workers at Town Hall and other
places of employment to alleviate congestion and parking demand.

• To establish an access management policy along major road corridors. Limiting
the number of new ingresses and egresses will improve traffic safety by decreasing
the number of potential conflict points and reduce congestion by decreasing the
number of turning movements.

Inter-Regional Recommendations
• To encourage the MTA to explore other means of technology to meet inter-

regional demands (particularly buses which can drive on/off railroad tracks).
• To encourage the Long Island Railroad to broaden their service to include region-

al and inter-hamlet commuters and improve train service- both local shuttles 
and inter-city.

Extra-regional User Recommendations:
• To pledge NOT to construct any new extra-regional roads.
• To create an Inter-modal transportation hub at the airport. Long term parking

areas, a railroad terminal, bus depot, and freight depot and discharge area would
offer practical alternatives to various traffic generators throughout Town.



• Convert two stroke boat engines to four stroke.
• Examine ice fall, collapse hazard and property value impacts of towers on 

private property.
• Any Cost/Benefit analysis should include environmental, health and societal 

benefits and costs.
• Encourage use of fuel-efficient, electric and hybrid vehicles, especially by 

Town vehicles. Encourage use of buses, rail, and other forms of mass transit
• Consider new technologies for routine maintenance issues, for example, 

salt water instead of crystalline salt for de-icing Town roads.
Conservation and Energy Efficiency

• Install timers/remote controls, middle of the night curfews and shielding 
on public outdoor lighting (playing fields, etc.).

• Encourage setting pool pumps to off-peak periods.
• Encourage residents, businesses, institutions, including schools, to get energy

audits of their facilities.
• Continue and expand Town Resource Manager position, utilizing LIPA energy

audit. (in process).
• Request that LIPA consider a change in its rate structure to encourage conser-

vation rather than rewarding increased consumption.
Implementation and Monitoring of Subcommittee Recommendations

• Plan to implement with structure and responsibility.
• Establish oversight with critical monitoring.
• Continue East Hampton Town Energy Advisory Committee and charge with

monitoring implementation of Energy/Utilities/Communications portion of
Comprehensive Plan.

Recycling and Waste Disposal
• Consider Methane/Greenhouse gases capture (see Yonkers sewage plant fuel cell).
• Improve Town recycling methods and participation rates.
• Improve Recycling Center Home exchange area.
• Consider electric generator (incinerator) for brush deposits at dump.
• Recapture mercury from fluorescent bulbs.

HAMLETS & VILLAGES
Introduction:

The Villages and Hamlets Subcommittee, consisting of the chairpersons from the
Citizens Advisory Committees, has worked together in a harmonious and congen-
ial way. We have found more things in common then not. We are supportive and
respectful of each of our ideas, needs and wishes for our local communities. Our
individual CAC memberships represent a broad cross section of East Hampton.
This committee is a reflection 
of the entire community, not 
partisan to any one topic.

Whatever you may decide
the definition of rural character
to be, it is clear that we live in 
an area that embraces small town
ambiance, rejoices in our natural
resources, and covets our quality
of life. There is an understanding
that although we are individual
villages and hamlets, we are
dependent on the whole and seek
communication and cooperation.
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Social Equity Issues (phones, cable, electricity concessions in exchange for 
right of way)

• Access – The infrastructure and services should be provided so that they are 
universally available throughout the Town (and waterways when applicable) 
and easily accessible to all residents and businesses. For example, although many
people now own cell phones there should still be public pay phones located
throughout the Town for the residents who still need them.

• Affordability – There should be a service rate maintained for minimal basic 
service, such as cable currently provides: $9.88 for basic service.

• Lifeline Rates – Rates that are adjusted for low income residents that can prove
income eligibility. The phone company offers this service. Cable and all utility
companies should too.

• Fair share revenue for the Town – fees applied to companies that receive
revenue from ownership or operation of infrastructure in the Town.

Zoning/Codes/Regulations/Enforcement
• Enforce building energy codes and create more stringent ones.
• Encourage use of renewable energy sources in buildings through building code.
• Amend zoning to lower build out population (TDR + school consolidation).
• Establish an ad hoc or watchdog citizen committees.
• Institute a comprehensive and stringent outdoor night lighting code (enforce-

able), to eliminate excessive, unnecessary, unshielded, or misdirected night 
lighting in residential, commercial, institutional, and municipal installations.

• Develop an Organization Procedures Manual for Town staff to follow.
• Improve Planning Department coordination, codify Planning Board criteria.
• Support development of hamlet centers.
• Support policies that encourage housing our workforce within the Town.
• Appropriate density changes should be allowed, as long as no overall increase 

in the Town’s density (total population) results.
• Require by retroactive Town Code, that existing LIPA commercial “Nightlight”

flood lights which are mounted on public utility poles be converted to the 
full-cut off design.

• Require that the development of any lot retain a percentage of existing tree 
vegetation (i.e. “clear cutting” to be disallowed).

Education
• Establish Town Information office or contact; information on energy conserva-

tion/efficiency, renewable energy options available.
• Develop educational booklets and website on: clear cutting, energy wise, etc.
• Create municipal structure as education site.

Safety, Public Health and Environment Issues
• Oil tanks (residential, commercial)– Provide incentives and education to replace

or close metal (20 years old) or leaking; encourage natural gas or propane over
oil storage.

• PCB’s– Identify with a survey, replace or remove.
• Groundwater Protection is critical. The town should elevate it to the highest 

priority by acquiring better data, mandating management practices, making 
zoning changes, and prioritizing land acquisitions.

• Outdoor night lighting– Examine for energy waste and misuse, as well review for
Natural Resources protection, from intrusive night lighting on flora and fauna.

• Promote alternative means of transportation (bike lanes, improved public trans-
portation). 

• Upgrade wood stoves to eliminate pollutants.
• Prohibit small engine pollutants.
• Reduce diesel truck, generators and engine idling emissions.

The unique characteristics that make up our separate villages and hamlets must 
be preserved. Over development and the pressures that accompany it; traffic, noise,
loss of open space, all types of pollution, increased taxes and ultimately the loss of
our quality of life is of great concern.

Our hamlet based social fabric, woven together, creates a community.
Vision Statement:

East Hampton is a collection of separated hamlets and villages, each preserving
unique characteristics. It is our vision that as East Hampton grows, the response to
that growth will be to maintain and sustain each hamlet and village by preventing
suburban sprawl, both commercial and residential. If allowed to continue, the
quality of life that makes East Hampton unique will be threatened.

There is potential for considerable change that would adversely affect the 
hamlets and villages. We strongly believe that the adverse changes must be 
controlled to protect our citizens, natural environment and manage growth.

Goals and Objectives:
• Maintain the identity of each village and hamlet.
• A transition from hamlet to hamlet should remain apparent. Suburban sprawl,

both commercial and residential, must be contained.
• Assure that growth and change is prioritized and dispersed throughout the 

town so that no one hamlet is overburdened now or in the future.
• Facilities and taxes should be dispersed equitably in a fair, just and impartial

manner.
• Development should be planned to enhance and sustain the quality of life in

each village and hamlet.
• Coordinate and encourage cooperation among all villages and hamlets.

HOUSING
Immediate land banking to meet the recommendations which follow:

• A minimum of four hundred (400) new units of mixed income, mixed age resi-
dences in one and two-family houses, in apartments, and in clustered settings
with some preference for those working in career categories that support the
Town’s infrastructure, (i.e. emergency service workers, health workers, town and
village employees and entry level educators). These units can be of various con-
struction types including manufactured housing, (e.g. prefabricated and modular)

• Senior housing for those who can no longer function in their own homes with
on site housing provisions for health aides

• Town emergency housing to provide for residents who have been displaced by
disasters, violations, etc.

• Zoning code changes that permit a variety of housing types and situations
A: Owner occupied dwellings with accessory apartments and basement apart-

ments that meet code 
B: Apartments over businesses, seasonal housing for the business community,

clustered housing and assisted living
• School district consolidation to mitigate overcrowding concerns and to equalize

the tax base 
• Better code enforcement
